So why do we need to help pollinators? 

(Aren’t there enough bugs??)

Actually...no!

There aren’t enough bugs. 
We’re losing about 10%  of our

 insect bio-mass worldwide 
every 10 years....

.... but why worry about it?



...as go the pollinators.... so go we!

Insects are a keystone species in our ecosystem 
AND

Because we humans like to eat!
Pollinators are responsible for 1 out of every 3 bites of food that we eat

75% of all flowering plants rely on animal-assisted pollination to reproduce
